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CLUB BYLAWS 
 
ARTICLE I - GENERAL  (Note: Mandatory Article/Sections A-D): 

Section A. Name of Club   BRITTON FALLS BOCCE CLUB 
   (referred to as ‘Club’ in this document) 

 Section B. Purpose of Club  
The Britton Falls Bocce Club is an organization sponsoring bocce activities on the bocce 
courts during the warm outdoors season of May through September for the purpose of: 

�� Promoting the sport of Bocce in general at Britton Falls. 

�� Promoting Social Bocce play among Association members. 

�� Promoting competitive Bocce league play among Club members. 

�� Promoting special Bocce events and/or tournaments. 

�� Providing Bocce information to Association members via clinics, the Internet, 
and bulletin board.   

�� Promoting the maintenance and improvement of the Britton Falls Bocce 
courts and equipment. 

Section C. These bylaws will fully comply with the Community Association’s Governing 
Documents and the Chartered Club Operating Manual. In the event of a conflict between 
these bylaws and the Governing Documents, the Governing Documents will prevail. 

Section D. This organization will be operated as a non-profit association in accordance with 
applicable statues, the Governing Documents and the Chartered Club Operating Manual. 

ARTICLE II -MEMBERSHIP  (Note: Mandatory Article/Sections A-D): 
Section A.   Membership shall be open to all Community Association Members in good  
standing without discrimination as to race, religion, color, ethnic culture, or national 
heritage. 

Section B.  There shall be no precondition for Club membership, nor will Club members be 
required to join any national, state, or regionally affiliated organizations.  

Section C.  Guest privileges will be defined in the announcement for each Club activity. Only 
Club members may participate in the bocce leagues as team members or substitutes. 

Section D.  An annual budget will be developed by the Club executive board each year and 
annual membership dues will be instituted to cover Club expenses. Also, separate fees may 
be charged to cover expenses and awards to those that participate in special events, bocce 
leagues, and bocce tournaments. Guests at special events may be charged a fee to participate. 

Section E. Only Club members may participate in leagues as team members or substitutes 
and have priority the following year over new members that year to fill open positions on 
league teams. Club members may self-nominate for a Club office, vote for Club officers, 
serve on committees, participate in Club leagues & tournaments, participate in Club 
activities & special events, purchase Club oriented items, have access to Club information on 
the Internet, and be on the Club email list for all distributed Club information. Signup for 
the yearly Club membership and league participation will be in April of each year. Club 
membership runs from the April signup to the April signup of the following year. Club 
member activities are scheduled primarily in the warm outdoors season of May through 
September. 
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ARTICLE III – OFFICERS  (Note: Mandatory Article/Sections A-F): 
Section A. The Club executive board shall consist of a President, Vice-president, and 
Secretary-Treasurer. The Club executive board may establish committees/committee 
chairpersons as needed to assist in the management of Club activities. 

Section B. All officers must be Club members, shall be elected by a vote of the Club 
membership, and shall serve without compensation. Club officers and Club liability is 
limited to that furnished by the Association’s insurance. 

Section C. Each officer will be elected to serve a term of two years and may serve additional 
terms if nominated and elected to do so. The Club executive board shall meet following their 
election and define their duties to accomplish the Club’s programs and the specified club 
duties in the Chartered Club Operating Manual for the following year. 

Section D. Nominations for Club executive board offices shall be by self-nomination and 
must be a club member in good standing. Nominees for Club executive board offices by their 
self-nomination agree to serve a full term if elected. Nominees must submit their nomination 
one month prior to the election to the Club Secretary. Ballots listing the nominees for each 
office shall be prepared by the Club executive board for voting by the Club members.  

Section E. The election of Club officers shall be scheduled in September at the end of the 
Bocce season and assume office October 1. To assure some continuity on the board, the Club 
President shall be up for election on odd numbered years and other officers on even number 
years. Voting by 51% of the club membership shall be required for the election of officers.  
A single ballot listing the nominees for each office shall be emailed to each Club member. 
Each Club member shall have one vote for each officer. Votes will be collected, counted, and 
verified by at least 2 of the current board members. The person receiving the most votes for 
an office will be elected to that office. If there is only a single nomination for an office, that 
person is awarded that office without an election. If there is no nomination for an office, the 
newly elected Club executive board may appoint a Club member to that office. 

Section F. Vacancies will be filled by appointment by the Club executive board. An officer 
may be recalled by submission of a “Recall of Officer” petition signed by 51% of the Club 
members. The Recall of Officer petition must clearly state the officer’s name, the reason(s) 
for the recall, and the signer’s printed name, signature, and phone number for verification 
of signature. 

ARTICLE IV - MEETINGS  (Note: Mandatory Article/Sections A-C): 
Section A. Club meetings will be scheduled annually by the Club President as needed for the 
election of officers, season planning, league organization, Club organization, event planning, 
etc. 

Section B. Meetings held for official Club business shall be chaired by the Club President (or 
his representative) and minutes recorded by the Club Secretary. The meeting procedure will 
follow the published meeting agenda. 

Section C. Voting for Club officers, assessments, and changes to this document shall be by 
ballot. Voting on other occasions may be by voice, hands, or ballot depending the subject 
matter being voted on. Voting by 51% of the club membership shall be required for the 
election of officers and the person receiving the most votes for an office will be elected to that 
office.   An assessment of additional Club dues during the year or changes to the bylaws shall 
require 51% of members to vote and require a majority vote of members who vote to pass.�
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
